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Smite.

And the LORD smelled a sweet savour; and the LORD said in his heart, I will not again curse the ground any more for man’s sake; for 
the imagination of man’s heart is evil from his youth; neither will I again smite any more every thing living, as I have done. Genesis 
8:21

For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and 
against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD. Exodus 12:12

And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague 
shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt. Exodus 12:13

For the LORD will pass through to smite the Egyptians; and when he seeth the blood upon the lintel, and on the two side posts, the 
LORD will pass over the door, and will not suffer the destroyer to come in unto your houses to smite you. Exodus 12:23

That ye shall say, It is the sacrifice of the LORD’s passover, who passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt, when he 
smote the Egyptians, and delivered our houses. And the people bowed the head and worshipped. Exodus 12:27

 And it came to pass, that at midnight the LORD smote all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, from the firstborn of Pharaoh that sat on 
his throne unto the firstborn of the captive that was in the dungeon; and all the firstborn of cattle. Exodus 12:29

 He that smiteth a man, so that he die, shall be surely put to death. Exodus 21:12

 And he that smiteth his father, or his mother, shall be surely put to death. Exodus 21:15

And Israel smote him with the edge of the sword, and possessed his land from Arnon unto Jabbok, even unto the children of Ammon: 
for the border of the children of Ammon was strong. Numbers 21:24

So they smote him, and his sons, and all his people, until there was none left him alive: and they possessed his land. Numbers 21:35

I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of 
Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the children of Sheth. Numbers 24:17

Vex the Midianites, and smite them: Numbers 25:17

For the Egyptians buried all their firstborn, which the LORD had smitten among them: upon their gods also the LORD executed 
judgments. Numbers 33:4

And the LORD our God delivered him before us; and we smote him, and his sons, and all his people. Deuteronomy 2:33

And when the LORD thy God shall deliver them before thee; thou shalt smite them, and utterly destroy them; thou shalt make no 
covenant with them, nor shew mercy unto them: Deuteronomy 7:2

Thou shalt surely smite the inhabitants of that city with the edge of the sword, destroying it utterly, and all that is therein, and the 
cattle thereof, with the edge of the sword. Deuteronomy 13:15

And when the LORD thy God hath delivered it into thine hands, thou shalt smite every male thereof with the edge of the sword: 
Deuteronomy 20:13

The LORD shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten before thy face: they shall come out against thee one way, 
and flee before thee seven ways. Deuteronomy 28:7
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The LORD shall smite thee with a consumption, and with a fever, and with an inflammation, and with an extreme burning, and with 
the sword, and with blasting, and with mildew; and they shall pursue thee until thou perish. Deuteronomy 28:22

And the other issued out of the city against them; so they were in the midst of Israel, some on this side, and some on that side: and 
they smote them, so that they let none of them remain or escape. Joshua 8:22

And it came to pass, when Israel had made an end of slaying all the inhabitants of Ai in the field, in the wilderness wherein they 
chased them, and when they were all fallen on the edge of the sword, until they were consumed, that all the Israelites returned unto Ai, 
and smote it with the edge of the sword. Joshua 8:24

And afterward Joshua smote them, and slew them, and hanged them on five trees: and they were hanging upon the trees until the 
evening. Joshua 10:26

 Then Horam king of Gezer came up to help Lachish; and Joshua smote him and his people, until he had left him none remaining. 
Joshua 10:33

So Joshua smote all the country of the hills, and of the south, and of the vale, and of the springs, and all their kings: he left none 
remaining, but utterly destroyed all that breathed, as the LORD God of Israel commanded. Joshua 10:40

And Joshua smote them from Kadesh-barnea even unto Gaza, and all the country of Goshen, even unto Gibeon. Joshua 10:41

And the LORD delivered them into the hand of Israel, who smote them, and chased them unto great Zidon, and unto Misrephoth-
maim, and unto the valley of Mizpeh eastward; and they smote them, until they left them none remaining. Joshua 11:8

And Joshua at that time turned back, and took Hazor, and smote the king thereof with the sword: for Hazor beforetime was the head of 
all those kingdoms. Joshua 11:10

And all the cities of those kings, and all the kings of them, did Joshua take, and smote them with the edge of the sword, and he utterly 
destroyed them, as Moses the servant of the LORD commanded. Joshua 11:12

And all the spoil of these cities, and the cattle, the children of Israel took for a prey unto themselves; but every man they smote with 
the edge of the sword, until they had destroyed them, neither left they any to breathe. Joshua 11:14

Even from the mount Halak, that goeth up to Seir, even unto Baal-gad in the valley of Lebanon under mount Hermon: and all their 
kings he took, and smote them, and slew them. Joshua 11:17

Them did Moses the servant of the LORD and the children of Israel smite: and Moses the servant of the LORD gave it for a 
possession unto the Reubenites, and the Gadites, and the half tribe of Manasseh. Joshua 12:6

 And these are the kings of the country which Joshua and the children of Israel smote on this side Jordan on the west, from Baal-gad in 
the valley of Lebanon even unto the mount Halak, that goeth up to Seir; which Joshua gave unto the tribes of Israel for a possession 
according to their divisions; Joshua 12:7

And when he shewed them the entrance into the city, they smote the city with the edge of the sword; but they let go the man and all 
his family. Judges 1:25

And the LORD said unto him, Surely I will be with thee, and thou shalt smite the Midianites as one man. Judges 6:16

And the LORD God of Israel delivered Sihon and all his people into the hand of Israel, and they smote them: so Israel possessed all 
the land of the Amorites, the inhabitants of that country. Judges 11:21

And he smote them from Aroer, even till thou come to Minnith, even twenty cities, and unto the plain of the vineyards, with a very 
great slaughter. Thus the children of Ammon were subdued before the children of Israel. Judges 11:33

And he smote them hip and thigh with a great slaughter: and he went down and dwelt in the top of the rock Etam. Judges 15:8

And the LORD smote Benjamin before Israel: and the children of Israel destroyed of the Benjamites that day twenty and five thousand 
and an hundred men: all these drew the sword. Judges 20:35
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So the children of Benjamin saw that they were smitten: for the men of Israel gave place to the Benjamites, because they trusted unto 
the liers in wait which they had set beside Gibeah. Judges 20:36

And the men of Israel turned again upon the children of Benjamin, and smote them with the edge of the sword, as well the men of 
every city, as the beast, and all that came to hand: also they set on fire all the cities that they came to. Judges 20:48

But the hand of the LORD was heavy upon them of Ashdod, and he destroyed them, and smote them with emerods, even Ashdod and 
the coasts thereof. 1 Samuel 5:6

And it was so, that, after they had carried it about, the hand of the LORD was against the city with a very great destruction: and he 
smote the men of the city, both small and great, and they had emerods in their secret parts. 1 Samuel 5:9

 And he smote the men of Beth-shemesh, because they had looked into the ark of the LORD, even he smote of the people fifty 
thousand and threescore and ten men: and the people lamented, because the LORD had smitten many of the people with a great 
slaughter. 1 Samuel 6:19

And as Samuel was offering up the burnt offering, the Philistines drew near to battle against Israel: but the LORD thundered with a 
great thunder on that day upon the Philistines, and discomfited them; and they were smitten before Israel. 1 Samuel 7:10

And the men of Israel went out of Mizpeh, and pursued the Philistines, and smote them, until they came under Beth-car. 1 Samuel 
7:11

Now go and smite Amalek, and utterly destroy all that they have, and spare them not; but slay both man and woman, infant and 
suckling, ox and sheep, camel and ass. 1 Samuel 15:3

This day will the LORD deliver thee into mine hand; and I will smite thee, and take thine head from thee; and I will give the carcases 
of the host of the Philistines this day unto the fowls of the air, and to the wild beasts of the earth; that all the earth may know that there 
is a God in Israel. 1 Samuel 17:46

David said furthermore, As the LORD liveth, the LORD shall smite him; or his day shall come to die; or he shall descend into battle, 
and perish. 1 Samuel 26:10

 And it came to pass that night, that the angel of the LORD went out, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians an hundred fourscore 
and five thousand: and when they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses. 2 Kings 19:35

Wherefore the LORD his God delivered him into the hand of the king of Syria; and they smote him, and carried away a great 
multitude of them captives, and brought them to Damascus. And he was also delivered into the hand of the king of Israel, who smote 
him with a great slaughter. 2 Chronicles 28:5

Arise, O LORD; save me, O my God: for thou hast smitten all mine enemies upon the cheek bone; thou hast broken the teeth of the 
ungodly. Psalms 3:7

The wrath of God came upon them, and slew the fattest of them, and smote down the chosen men of Israel. Psalms 78:31

And smote all the firstborn in Egypt; the chief of their strength in the tabernacles of Ham: Psalms 78:51

He smote also all the firstborn in their land, the chief of all their strength. Psalms 105:36

Who smote the firstborn of Egypt, both of man and beast. Psalms 135:8

Who smote great nations, and slew mighty kings; Psalms 135:10

To him that smote Egypt in their firstborn: for his mercy endureth for ever: Psalms 136:10

To him which smote great kings: for his mercy endureth for ever: Psalms 136:17

But with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: and he shall smite the earth with the 
rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he slay the wicked. Isaiah 11:4
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And the LORD shall utterly destroy the tongue of the Egyptian sea; and with his mighty wind shall he shake his hand over the river, 
and shall smite it in the seven streams, and make men go over dryshod. Isaiah 11:15

Then the angel of the LORD went forth, and smote in the camp of the Assyrians a hundred and fourscore and five thousand: and when 
they arose early in the morning, behold, they were all dead corpses. Isaiah 37:36

In vain have I smitten your children; they received no correction: your own sword hath devoured your prophets, like a destroying lion. 
Jeremiah 2:30

Hast thou utterly rejected Judah? hath thy soul lothed Zion? why hast thou smitten us, and there is no healing for us? we looked for 
peace, and there is no good; and for the time of healing, and behold trouble! Jeremiah 14:19

And I will smite the inhabitants of this city, both man and beast: they shall die of a great pestilence. Jeremiah 21:6

And afterward, saith the LORD, I will deliver Zedekiah king of Judah, and his servants, and the people, and such as are left in this city 
from the pestilence, from the sword, and from the famine, into the hand of Nebuchadrezzar king of Babylon, and into the hand of their 
enemies, and into the hand of those that seek their life: and he shall smite them with the edge of the sword; he shall not spare them, 
neither have pity, nor have mercy. Jeremiah 21:7

Thou shalt burn with fire a third part in the midst of the city, when the days of the siege are fulfilled: and thou shalt take a third part, 
and smite about it with a knife: and a third part thou shalt scatter in the wind; and I will draw out a sword after them. Ezekiel 5:2

 Thus saith the Lord GOD; Smite with thine hand, and stamp with thy foot, and say, Alas for all the evil abominations of the house of 
Israel! for they shall fall by the sword, by the famine, and by the pestilence. Ezekiel 6:11

And mine eye shall not spare, neither will I have pity: I will recompense thee according to thy ways and thine abominations that are in 
the midst of thee; and ye shall know that I am the LORD that smiteth. Ezekiel 7:9

 And to the others he said in mine hearing, Go ye after him through the city, and smite: let not your eye spare, neither have ye pity: 
Ezekiel 9:5

Cry and howl, son of man: for it shall be upon my people, it shall be upon all the princes of Israel: terrors by reason of the sword shall 
be upon my people: smite therefore upon thy thigh. Ezekiel 21:12

Thou therefore, son of man, prophesy, and smite thine hands together, and let the sword be doubled the third time, the sword of the 
slain: it is the sword of the great men that are slain, which entereth into their privy chambers. Ezekiel 21:14

And I will smite thy bow out of thy left hand, and will cause thine arrows to fall out of thy right hand. Ezekiel 39:3

Ephraim is smitten, their root is dried up, they shall bear no fruit: yea, though they bring forth, yet will I slay even the beloved fruit of 
their womb. Hosea 9:16

I have smitten you with blasting and mildew: when your gardens and your vineyards and your fig trees and your olive trees increased, 
the palmerworm devoured them: yet have ye not returned unto me, saith the LORD. Amos 4:9

I saw the Lord standing upon the altar: and he said, Smite the lintel of the door, that the posts may shake: and cut them in the head, all 
of them; and I will slay the last of them with the sword: he that fleeth of them shall not flee away, and he that escapeth of them shall 
not be delivered. Amos 9:1

Behold, the Lord will cast her out, and he will smite her power in the sea; and she shall be devoured with fire. Zechariah 9:4

 And this shall be the plague wherewith the LORD will smite all the people that have fought against Jerusalem; Their flesh shall 
consume away while they stand upon their feet, and their eyes shall consume away in their holes, and their tongue shall consume away 
in their mouth. Zechariah 14:12
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
